+ India is set to launch a year-long festival to explore 4
global connections through the celebration of
Ramayana and its cultural significance. Along with
the Ram temple in Ayodhya, it marks the beginning
of a cultural festival uniting the world through
Ramayana. The festival started from the historic
Purana Qila in Delhi and passed through various cit-
ies like Lucknow, Ayodhya and Varanasi.Cultural
activities will be started with the cooperation of state
governments at iconic places related to Ramayana 4
including Chitrakoot in Madhya Pradesh, Ayodhya
in Uttar Pradesh, Sitamarhi in Bihar, Hampi in
Karnataka and Kanyakumari in Tamil Nadu.
